Abstract

Globalisation of the knowledge economy and demographic changes have led to changes in
demand for higher education at the same time as cuts in state funding in many countries. These
circumstances have forced OECD and European universities to rely more and more heavily on
tuition fees and to search for alternative income sources. To increase public demand for higher
education numerous countries have developed similar strategies, using financial leverages,
aimed at raising tuition fees with obligatory policy of social motivation and support of students
by including motivating scholarships and students’ loans for encouraging students from low-
income households. The main focus of attention is to expanding opportunities for the
development of new mechanisms for student support under conditions of prospective science
and technical dimensions, cooperation in joint-projects with business structures, interaction
with employers on usage of modern management with reliance on partnership, scholarship
programmes, student projects, student mobility etc.
